
Phoenix Futsal 6v6 League Rules 

Basic Rules: 

1.  No Slide tackling No Off sides 

2. All teams must have at least one goalie and 3 field players to start and finish the game, if the team does not 

have enough players to start the game after 5 minutes they will go 1-0 down automatically. 

3. Maximum players on a roster is 12 

4. Kickoffs can take place in any direction 

5. All Free Kicks are Indirect and require an automatic 5 yards away from the ball 

6. Red Cards- during play the team must play short unless some team scores or 2 minutes past by (Whichever 

comes first)-Malicious challenges, last man take downs and tackles will be red carded (referee discretion) 

Abuse of the referee or fighting will be an automatic rejection and suspension from the league and or 

tournament. 

7. Teams must provide their own game balls. 

8. Players on the field per team-1 goalie, 5 field players. 

9. Forfeits equal 3 to 0 to the team with the most players on the field 

10. 5 minute grace period is given to start the game 

11. All players/Captains must have paid in full and signed the waiver of liability in order to participate 

Penalty Kick 

 To be taken from the penalty mark 

 All players must be out of the penalty area, and the players of the opposing team must also be at least 5 

yards from the penalty spot. 

 The kicker shall not play the ball a second time until it has been touched by another player. 

 

Kick-in 

 To be taken in place of the throw-in. 

 The ball is placed on the touch line before kicking. 

 The kicker cannot play the ball a second time until it has been played by another player; infringement of 

this rule entail an indirect free kick to the opposing from the point of infringement. 

 Players on opposing team must be at least 5 yards away from point of kick-in. 

 Cannot score directly from a kick-in. 

 

Goal Kicks 

 From inside the penalty area, the goalkeeper kicks it into play. 

  The ball is not in play until it has passed outside of the penalty area. If the goal kick is received inside of 

the penalty area, the goal clearance shall be taken over. 

 The goal kick cannot cross the half way line or a goal keepers throw from open play 

 

Corner Kick 

 Ball placed on the corner. If ball is misplaced, the corner kick is taken over. 

 The kicker cannot play the ball a second time until it has been played by another player; infringement of 

this rule entail an indirect free kick to the opposing from the point of infringement. 

 Players on opposing team must be at least 5 yards away from point of the corner kick. 



 Can score goal directly from a corner kick. 

 

Penalty Kick Shoot-out 

 Main referee decides which goal to be used. 

  Only players on the field at the end of Overtime are allowed to take the kicks, if for some reason the 

shootout continues then the captain may choose players from the sideline to participate. Each team 

alternating until we have a winner. 

 

Playoffs 

 Halftimes- 2 -5 minute half time periods or 1-10 minute period sudden death. Extra time will only occur in 

playoff situations.
